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Review: TAMBURITZANS
at the Fashion Institute of Technology, November 1, 2003

Wow!! How great to once again experience the annual visit
> of these fresh-faced, super-energetic and oh so talented schol-
,,arship students from Duquesne University. About three dozen
strong, they captivated a cheering audience — singing, danc-
ing, playing a huge range of familiar and exotic instruments,
and dazzling the eye with an ever-changing panorama of won-
derful costumes.

As usual, the pieces were from Central and Eastern Europe
— Croatia, Serbia, Slovenia, Ukraine, Macedonia, Bulgaria,
Slovakia, Greece, Poland, Romania, Hungary, Armenia, and
Russia — and dealt with love and longing, legendary folk
heroes, bringing in the harvest, and other human concerns. There was plenty of “light-
hearted fun and frolic,” some wild dueling accor-

dions (and later on some sensational dueling vio-

lins), a really exciting fun segment with twirling \\\

and juggling axes, a comic drunken fiddler, a mar-
velous accordion solo (a beautiful Russian tune, in
a virtuoso performance that was also deeply touch-
ing), several ‘aerial’ dances, and a super-spectacu-
lar and riveting closing number. As previously
stated — Wow!!

This show will be repeated all over the country,
including Connecticut performances on Feb 21
and 22, 2004, and nearby Hackensack, NJ (March
20 and 21, 2004).
