Sara grew up in New Hampshire but has lived in many parts of the United States as well as Wales, Scotland and England.  As a youngster in North Carolina she first heard mountain music and her love for old time banjo music and songs stems from this experience.  She has carried this interest into her adult life, studying folklore and collecting and performing traditional tunes and songs from the various areas in which she has lived.  Kieron was born in the United States and grew up in Britain gaining a great love of the music of both traditions as well as the contemporary scene.  He has become a performer of traditional songs from the US and from the UK and many of the contemporary songs he sings he has written himself.
