Born in Okemah, Oklahoma, on July 14, 1912, Woody Guthrie lived in New York off and on from 1940 until his death from Huntington's disease in 1967.

The Birthday Bash will feature the songs of Guthrie and others performed in round robin fashion by various folk artists. Among them will be Hillel Arnold, Don Friedman, Beth Kotkin, Joel Landy, Anne Price, Steve Suffet, and Gina Tlamsa.  Each is an established performer in his or her own right. 

As an added bonus, this Twelfth Woody Guthrie Birthday Bash will celebrate the third anniversary of the release of OPEN YOUR HEARTS TO THE PARADISE / THE BEST OF THE WOODY GUTHRIE BIRTHDAY BASH.  This CD features carefully selected live performances by 13 artists from the first eight Woody Guthrie Birthday Bashes.
