John McCutcheon is a compelling singer whose songs sing of the nation’s heritage.  His words channel the conscience of our people into streams of poetry and melody. He is an outstanding instrumentalist, especially renowned for his hammerd dulcimer playing.  He performs original music and traditional folk music that he learned from the legendary figures of eastern Kentucky.

John has made 31 recordings which have won multiple Parent’s Choice and American Library Association awards, has been nominated for six Grammys, toured on every continent, and served as the president of local 1000 of the American Federation of Musicians.  McCutcheon’s live performances have been described by critics as “little feats of magic,” “breathtaking in their ease and grace...”   

Before graduating summa cum laude from Minnesota’s St. John’s University, this Wisconsin native literally “headed for the hills,” forgoing a college lecture hall for the classroom of the eastern Kentucky coal camps, union halls, country churches, and square dance halls.  His apprenticeship with many of the legendary figures of Appalachian music embedded a love of not only home-made music, but a sense of community and rootedness.  The result is music – whether traditional or from his huge catalog of original songs – with the profound mark of place, family, and strength.  His live performances bring people together, reflecting the lives of people of all ages and all walks of life.
