This weekend you can jam with these pros.

Evy Mayer, Don Friedman, and Phyllis Elkin of Triboro apply fine three-part harmony to a range of musical genres - old-time, new-time, Carter Family, country, Western, bluegrass and beyond.

John Krumm makes traditional music irresistible, appealing to adults and children.  He is best known as a caller of square and contra dance. John composes rounds and sings and plays guitar, fiddle, banjo, piano, and mandolin.
